Exempt from the Federal Requirement
to Have Health Insurance

Members of federally-recognized Tribes and individuals who are eligible
for IHS services don’t have to pay a fine to the IRS if they don’t have
health coverage in 2014 and beyond. To avoid the IRS fine for not having
health insurance, members of federally-recognized Tribes, or individuals
who are eligible for IHS services, will need to provide documentation and
submit a form to the federal government to receive the exemption.
